2. Questions – Communicators want to know why they are being allowed to only book 2 weeks instead of the usual 3 and why are they blocking weeks out

a. These are submissions from the members so our answers are the opinion of the executive

b. 2 weeks to make it fair and the same across the board

c. Blocking out – not totally sure why but we do not feel that blocking is the way to go. Yes blocking happens but when the 5 slots are full, not blocking before picks are made
· A communicator expressed her opinion that communicators are getting treated unfairly. Discussion occurred between suppressions and communications

· There has been some talk about 2 days/2 nights (12 hr shifts), has there been any dialogue regarding communicators switching to that system. Yes, there has been some dialogue but we expect it to be a submission and go through the submission process
